· Elevating United Way’s focus on supporting individuals along a path to employment that moves their household out of poverty. 
· We help women and families by promoting skills training, coaching, and mentoring – we often focus these efforts on women at our Family Success Centers.
· Every other year we host today’s event, and we host an annual Handbags to End Poverty auction that full of fun and impact.
· Now enough about Women United. 
· I want to tell you a little about what your United Way is up to.  
· In case you haven’t heard, your United Way is celebrating its Centennial Anniversary in this community.
· Not all organizations, especially nonprofits can hang their hats on 100 years.
· Since March 1, 1922, United Way’s mission has centered on making this community a better place for ALL people.
· United Way’s work has always focused on the importance of bringing the community together to address its greatest needs.
And when the community asks United Way to address a need, they convene and rally people to tackle the issue head-on.
This is why your United Way is focused on reducing poverty.

When she received COVID Relief funding from United Way, she used the funds to begin a Shoebox Lunch Program that fed people and promoted black history at the same time.

Leigh Jones retired from her practice of obstetrics 21 years ago, and since that time, she has been dedicated to serving the community. 
Leigh has served on the Board of Directors at the Greensboro Children’s Museum and the Board of Trustees at Canterbury School. 
She has volunteered with Canterbury School, holding many leadership positions including co-chair of the school’s biennial fund-raising auction. 
As an Elder at First Presbyterian Church, Leigh has volunteered in many roles supporting children and youth within the congregation. 
For the past six years, Leigh has volunteered as chair of the Clothing Pantry Program at Backpack Beginnings. 
In this role, she has overseen the sorting, hanging, and displaying of donations as well as assisted family advocates and parents when they visit to select clothes. 
For two years during the pandemic when the Pantry was closed to the public, Leigh packed up clothing for multiple families each week for delivery by advocates. 
During the past year, nearly 35,000 items were donated to the Clothing Pantry and Leigh helped distribute 11,375 items. 
United Way partners with Backpack Beginnings every summer to support our MeaningFULL Meals food drive, 
and we’ve partnered with them to support volunteer opportunities during our Alternative Spring Break program.
Leigh has played a supportive role in these partnerships, and she is an active cabinet member of Women United. 
She co-chaired our 10th annual Handbags for Hope in 2019,
And thanks to her leadership, that event raised over $90,000 to support United Way’s efforts to end local poverty.

He has served as a member of both Greensboro Development Corporation and the Economic Development Partnership of North Carolina. 
His wife, Sylvia is an honorary board member of the Eastern Music Festival, 
a member of the Greensboro Advisory Council of Triad Stage, 
and has served on the boards of the Greensboro Symphony Orchestra and United Arts Council. 
She is a former Director and Emeritus Lifetime Board Member of the Guilford Technical Community College Foundation, 
where she and Norman are Lifetime Members of the Honor Roll of Donors. 
Sylvia was a founding member of the Greensboro Jewish Federation Board. 
She has served as the High Point Chapter president of the National Council of Jewish Women, 
and a board member of the North Carolina Holocaust Commission and Beth David Synagogue.
Sylvia and Norman helped establish a professorship and a program endowment in Jewish studies at the University of North Carolina at Greensboro. 
Sylvia and Norman have been long-time supporters of United Way of Greater Greensboro and have demonstrated their leadership as members of United Way’s Tocqueville Society for a number of years. 
Through their Tocqueville Society leadership, they have inspired others to join United Way’s work.  
Sylvia has served on United Way’s board of directors and was a founding member of the Tocqueville Women’s leadership circle. 
Sylvia and Norman’s children and their families have followed in their parents’ footsteps.  
· Their youngest son, Arthur and his wife Emilie Samet have made their own marks in this community.
In addition to serving as Samet Corporation’s Chairman and CEO, Arthur has held numerous leadership roles in professional organizations.
Arthur has been a member of the Board of Visitors for UNC-Chapel Hill, UNC-Greensboro and High Point University. 
He has served on the boards of the Jewish Foundation of Greensboro, 
Piedmont Triad Partnership, Opportunity Greensboro and Triad Business Bank. 
Arthur serves on the Strategic Investments Real Estate Advisory Board at UNC-Charlotte and the UNC-Greensboro Capital Facilities Foundation Board. 
Most recently, Arthur was appointed to the Cone Health Board of Trustees.

· Sanjita was selected as the winner and her words will forever live on as a testament to the work you are making possible in this community.

· They can separate, or as Sanjita so beautifully said, they can inspire and unite us.
I’m honored to be introducing this year’s keynote speaker, whose words have quite literally reached audiences around the world.
The past few years have taught all of us that life is full of surprises. 
Say it with me… when life gives you lemons… 
MAKE THEM REPEAT “you make lemonade”. 
In 2020 when we were prepared to host Misty Copeland at our speaker series, a pandemic forced us to go totally virtual… 
and her message STILL inspired all of us. 
Last year, we had to yet again pivot virtually to host Rev. Naomi Tutu out of an abundance of caution as our community faced a wave of rising COVID cases. 
So, this year, we are so glad to welcome everyone in person, 
well… almost everyone. 
Life has once again surprised us, and even more so surprised our keynote speaker, Stephanie Land. 
Over the weekend, Stephanie experienced a medical emergency and doctors orders kept her from traveling to meet with us today. 
However, as in years past, we are going to make lemonade. 
There is no doubt that as Stephanie joins us live in a virtual format, she will inspire us all to discover ways we can all continue to serve our community together. 
At age 28, Stephanie Land made the right decision to leave the domestic abuse she and her daughter were experiencing to seek a safer place to live. 
She had no safety net – no reliable friends or family to help.
Stephanie and her seven-month-old daughter moved into a homeless shelter.
After navigating a web of applications and requirements to apply for food stamps and subsidized housing, Stephanie started cleaning houses for $9 an hour. 
Stephanie’s story of what she experienced during this time of her life is eye opening.
Stephanie’s story clearly shows just how complicated it is to find and receive supports and assistance.
It highlights the low wages that so many people are paid, for extremely hard work that doesn’t always pay off.
Stephanie’s story is a truthful account of poverty. 
After years of barely scraping by, Stephanie fulfilled her dream and graduated with a bachelor’s degree in English from the University of Montana in 2014.
Her viral essay entitled, I spent 2 years cleaning houses. What I saw makes me never want to be rich, 
was later expanded into her bestselling memoir, Maid: Hard Work, Low Pay, and a Mother’s Will to Survive.
Maid was named as a Notable Book of the Year by The New York Times and The Washington Post, among others, and was listed among President Obama’s summer reading list for 2019. 
Stephanie’s story served as the inspiration for the Netflix Golden Globe and Emmy Award-nominated original series, Maid. 
Maid is one of Netflix’s top 10 most watched series EVER.
Stephanie is currently happily married to her husband, Tim.
They live in Montana and have a blended family of four children and three dogs. 
She is a relentless advocate for issues surrounding economic and social justice, domestic abuse, chronic illness, and motherhood.
She has been published in The New York Times, The Washington Post, The Guardian, The Atlantic, and The New York Review of Books, among many other outlets. 
And, Stephanie is hard at work on her second memoir Class, which picks up where Maid left off as she faces the new challenges of being a poor college student and a single parent.
